Special General Meeting and Changes to the Club Rules
Members will remember that we introduced new Club Rules last year.

You received these within your AGM papers for the AGM which took place earlier this month.

New members will also shortly receive a copy of these rules.

The Club rules need some further work.
 Those attending the AGM were in agreement that the Committee ought to be expanded to from six to seven members. This is because in the past, Committee members have not necessarily been on the mountain for meetings because of race and other commitments. To ensure we have a quorum and to enable sharing of duties by existing Committee members, it was agreed the Committee should be larger.

The other changes are creation of Life Members

Under the old rules, there were a small number of life members .The Committee proposes that there should also be life members under the old rules There will need to be a procedure set out in the rules for nomination an approval of life members. It is there to recognise the hard work and effort of those who have been associated with the Club over a long period. Under the old rules, there was provision for Life Members (of whom there five) and it seems appropriate that this tradition should continue.
Creation of a further class of member

From this season, Independent skiers, being skiers who do not belong to a Club, will not be allowed to race at all.

They will be required to join a Club. The rationale for this is that Independents do not contribute to the cost and effort of members of Clubs who give their time to stage these races. The cost and free time is given by race Club ,members from Falls Creek and other hosting mountains.

It is intended to create a class of member who races for falls Creek, but who is not a squad member or being coached through the Club. The membership fee charged to this new class of member ensures that the Club receives remuneration for its efforts in hosting races from the independent skiers.

These changes are currently being drafted and these new rules will need to be approved by members attending a Special meeting of the Club.
It is anticipated that this will take pace in the upcoming school holidays and notice of the meeting will be given shortly.
